That only forty men have re­
sponded to Coach Juneau’s call 
for track candidates is indeed 
disheartening. Out of the male 
enrollment of nearly one thou­
sand students, only two score 
men have actively given evi­
dence of a desire to play a part 
in Juneau’s effort to bring an­
other Southwestern cinder path 
championship to Texas. At 
Oklahoma A. & M. more than 
twice this number are now 
fighting for places in tile sprints, 
the jumps, the runs, and the 
other events which make up a 
track meet. Several educa­
tional .schools in Texas with 
smaller enrollments than the 
University have, according to 
all reports, more candidates for 
their track squad than has the 
Orange and White.

With only one letter man now 
in school, prospects for a totally 
inexperienced athlete developing 
into a shining track s ta r—or, at 
least, a second-stringer— are 
brighter than ever before. All 
athletic contests are far below 
the standards set in the ante- 
submarine halcyon days. It 
follows th a t  a man who could 
not have made the  track squad 
in peace times may easily be­
come a cinder pa th  phenom dur­
ing times of war. Those stu- 
students who won a th ird  place 
back in the "home village” high 
school meet, but who have here­
tofore considered th a t  record 
insufficient to w arrant tUeir 
wearing on Orange and White 
track suit, can look upon’ the 
m atte r  in a different light now.
